Le gouvernement de la République démocratique du Congo a mis a jour son engagement au Sommet sur la planification
familiale a Londres, Royaume-Uni, le 11 juillet 2017.

Le gouvernement de la RDC s’est engagé a

1. Allouer, chaque année, a la ligne budgétaire “Achat de contraceptifs” un montant de 2,5 Millions de dollars au
moins sur Ressource Domestique.

Obtenir le vote de la loi sur la santé de la reproduction et la Planification Familiale.

Augmenter I'accés aux services de PF pour tous (y compris jeunes et Adolescents).

Obtenir 'implication du secteur privé dans I'investissement pour la Planification Familiale.

Augmenter la prévalence contraceptive moderne de 6,5% a 19% au moins en 2020 et fournir les services de
PF a 2,1million de femmes additionnelles a I’horizon 2020.
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Le texte qui suit résume I'engagement pris par le conseiller du Premier ministre, M. Kwete Dieudonné au hom du
gouvernement de la République démocratique du Congo a la Conférence internationale sur la planification familiale, le
15 novembre 2013.

Objectifs

1. Augmenter le taux de prévalence de la contraception moderne (MCPR) de 5,4 % en 2010 a 19 % en 2020.
2. Augmenter le nombre d’utilisateurs de méthodes modernes de 700 000 en 2010 a 2,1 millions en 2020.

Engagements financiers

Le gouvernement a récemment inscrit la planification familiale et la santé reproductive comme postes budgétaires, et, en
2013, a alloué 1 million de dollars a I'achat de contraceptifs. Cette contribution financiére va progressivement augmenter
pour s’aligner sur la mise en ceuvre du plan stratégique national en faveur de la planification familiale, en particulier pour
'achat de contraceptifs.

Le gouvernement s’engage également a protéger les
adolescentes contre le mariage précoce en favorisant I'éducation, la sensibilisation, I'intégration sociale, et les
programmes d’autonomisation des femmes.

The Government of the Democratic Republic of Congo updated its commitment at the Family Planning Summit in London,
UK on July 11, 2017. The following summarizes the government’s family planning goals and policy, financial, and
programmatic pledges. The full commitment will be provided here soon.

The DRC maintains the commitments previously made in Addis Ababa (Nov. 2013) and renewed in Bali (Jan. 2016) and
adds two new commitments to accelerate the achievement of 19% mCPR and the access to FP services to at least 2,1
million additional Women of Reproductive Age (15-49) by 2020. The DRC will continue to: 1. support the implementation
of the National Strategic Family Planning, 2014-2020; 2. from 2017, allocate at least on an annual basis a budget line
called “Purchase of contraceptives” for 2.5 million dollars from domestic resources; 3. secure the voting of the law on the
reproductive health and family planning, for all women of Reproductive Age, by December 2020 at the latest; 5. reform
laws that protect adolescent girls from early marriage through education, awareness raising, social reintegration, and
women’s empowerment programs. Additionally, starting 2017, the DRC commits to: 1. foster the support of the private
sector to invest in family planning and 2. scale up community-based distribution of both Sayana Press in all its forms (self-
injection and distribution through community health workers) based on results from the ongoing pilot studies, scheduled to
end in February 2018.

The following text summarizes the commitment made by Advisor to the Prime Minister Mr. Kwete Dieudonné on behalf of
the Government of the Democratic Republic of Congo at the International Conference on Family Planning on November
15, 2013.

Objectives

1. Increase the contraceptive prevalence rate from 5.4 percent in 2010 to 19 percent in 2020
2. Increase the number of users of modern methods from 700,000 in 2010 to 2.1 million in 2020

Financial Commitments

The government recently made family planning and reproductive health a budget line item, and, in 2013, allocated $1
million for the purchase of contraceptives. This financial contribution will gradually increase to align with the
implementation of the national strategic plan for family planning, particularly for the purchase of contraceptives.

Policy & Political Commitments

The Government of the Democratic Republic of Congo commits to reforming laws that pose barriers to responsible
parenthood and planned births.

Program & Service Delivery Commitments

The Democratic Republic of Congo commits to executing on the national strategic plan for family planning for 2014-2020.
The government also commits to protecting adolescent girls from early marriage through education, awareness raising,
social integration, and women’s empowerment programs.
